I am pleased to confirm that the Eighth Science and Review Workshop of the World Climate Research Programme (WCRP) Global Energy and Water Cycle Experiment (GEWEX) Baseline Surface Radiation Network (BSRN) will be held at the new British Met Office in Exeter, UK, from 26-30 July 2004, under the chairmanship of Dr. Ellsworth Dutton.  The Workshop is being hosted by Patrick Fishwick and the British Meteorological Office.  The purpose of the workshop is to bring together BSRN scientists, station managers, data users, and experts in areas related to BSRN to review the status of BSRN activities, including the latest developments in instrumentation, operational procedures, data management and quality control; to discuss some of the scientific progress achieved as a result of the availability of the BSRN and its data archive; and to consider future needs and plans for the BSRN. 

The agenda format will be similar to those of previous meetings and will be available in a later announcement.  All attendees are encouraged to submit a title for a presentation relating to BSRN measurement activities and/or scientific applications of BSRN or closely related data.  Poster presentations are encouraged for existing station status reports.  Topics on scientific applications, co-operative research, special measurement programs at BSRN stations, and future directions are especially encouraged. You are also encouraged to propose agenda items in response to this notice. To indicate your intentions relative to this meeting, please fill out the form at the end of this message and return by a convenient manner as suggested on the form.
At the previous meeting in Regina, Canada, several working groups were formed or extended.  If you have not already done so, please review the WMO report from the last meeting (WCRP Informal Report No. 18/2002) and contact the working group chair for any group(s) to which you were assigned in order to be sure an agreed final account of your conclusions/recommendations can be given at the workshop.


The workshop will take place at the new British Met Office, FitzRoy Road, Exeter, Devon, EX1 3PB, United Kingdom. There are many hotels easily accessible through public transportation.
